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We had an unusual summer here at the Cathedral. Generally in
every parish I've served until now the summer is time of quiet
around the congregation. Many people are away in the summer-
time. That's even more the case here in Phoenix - anyone who
can gets out of town on the weekends to avoid the heat. But this
summer, even though our longtime members knew the drill and
got out of town, not only didn't our attendance numbers drop
very much, but by the end of the summer they were larger than
they had been this past Spring.

Much of this can be attributed to the wonderful success of our new noontime
service in Spanish. They began with ten people back in February and are now T ANZANIA
averaging around one hundred people a week. But we've had a number of new .2)

members come to us after visiting the ten o'clock and eight o'clock services as well.
The most interesting trend is that many of the new members are living in central
Phoenix. It appears that the Cathedral is benefiting from the ongoing demo-
graphic shift that is happening across the country as people are moving back into (p-4)
urban areas and creating neighborhoods.

DRIVING OUT OF OUR WAY TO HELP . ..

Kuban Elementary School Outreach Project

Ten of us arrived on Saturday, August 2 at Kuban Elementary School in the Murphy School District.
Driving to the school was difficult. Not because of the drive itself — that was easy because it was a short
commute from the comfort of our homes. The roads were paved, sometimes with only a single lane, and
there were a few potholes but nothing that could deter our progress.

The drive was difficult because of the neighborhood surrounding the school. It is south of Van Buren Street
and west of 31 Avenue. Poverty assailed us on every side and laid its heavy burden on our hearts. It was a
very hot morning, so one would certainly notice that few homes had air conditioning. A few were

equipped with old-fashioned coolers, but most appeared to have nothing. It was a hot, harsh

neighborhood. Dry and dusty.

As volunteers, we were there to help the Phoenix Rescue Mission distribute backpacks, uniforms, and
school supplies to the 1,000 children who registered based on need. Even though the ten of us distributed
the items, we represented the generosity of Trinity Cathedral's congregation who donated back-to-school
necessities to support these children in dire need.

A little yellow handmade sign taped on the red brick wall over the registration tables said, “Thank you
Trinity Cathedral.” It brought tears to my eyes. However, the children we ushered through the various
stations brought back my smile because of their excitement at receiving these wonderful new uniforms,
shoes, socks, and backpacks.

One little girl entering Kindergarten was handed a hot pink Little Mermaid backpack. She could not

contain her delight. The mermaid was iridescent and shimmered as the Kindergartner gazed at it in awe. It
was accidentally knocked from her grasp, and it dropped to the ground. Immediately, her eyes filled with
tears, but we quickly picked it up. We brushed it off to make it like new again, and she was off to get her
ice cream with a big smile that lit up her face — and mine.

For one hot, wonderful summer morning, Trinity Cathedral helped bring hope to children living in this
impoverished neighborhood. The children are ready for school and ready to learn. Trinity Cathedral was
there to make a difference. It was inspirational!




A special messa ge fr om bishop smith

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Laura and | have just returned from three weeks in England,
where we attended the Lambeth Conference, the meeting of
the worldwide Anglican Communion held at the invitation of

the Archbishop of Canterbury every ten years.

Some of you have been following my daily reports of that
meeting, and these will remain posted (along with some videos
| took) at www.lambethdaily.blogspot.com. In addition, many
of you have already looked at the final “Reflections” document
produced at the Conference (www.lambethconference.org/
reflections/document.cfm). Much of what is contained in that
document, especially the sections referring to full inclusion of
gay and lesbian folks in the Anglican Communion, will no
doubt serve as material for further discussion and debate here
in our Diocese and in our American church, especially when it meets at its General Conven-
tion next year.

So although the work of Lambeth 2008 will take some time to digest, | felt that this would be a
good time to share with you some of my initial impressions.

Overall, it was an extremely positive experience. Those critics who predicted that the Angli-
can Communion would fragment at this conference were proved wrong. Far from resulting in
schism, the meeting provided us all with a chance for bishops from around the world to get to
know each other and the contexts in which we work. In spite of the fact that we occasionally
disagreed, there was no hint of rancor or anger in any of our meetings, only the desire to
share in the mission of the Gospel of Jesus in the world. The highlights of our time together
were the small Bible study groups we had each morning and the larger indaba discussions
which followed (indaba is a South African technique for making sure every voice is heard).
While the bishops focused on scripture and doctrine, the spouses in their meeting concen-
trated more on the relational side of our life together. Laura heard stories of hardship and
suffering from spouses who have experienced rape, murder, and terror as the result of their
witness.

Although the Reflections document is merely a report of our discussions (Lambeth has no
legislative authority), many of its comments related to human sexuality are bound to gain
attention in the coming months. The American Church realizes that our policy of inclusion is
not shared by the majority. The document reflects that fact. Even though | had hoped that
the Communion could accept the American Church’s actions, | was disappointed that this
was not the case. Bishop Gene Robinson’s exclusion was personally difficult for me, and |
supported him the best | could by attending an off- campus Eucharist with him. Most (but
not all) of the 38 constituent provinces still feel that there is need for a covenant agreement
which would contain some kind of discipline for those provinces that proceed with the conse-
cration of openly gay or leshian bishops, or who offer blessings of same gender unions. Both



the meaning of these passages, and the disciplinary implications are still unclear, but |
don't think it would be an overstatement to say that many of us in the American

Church feel caught between our love for the Communion and our conviction that in the
church there can be no outsiders. The result, as someone half jokingly remarked, is that
“the Anglican Communion welcomes everyone, except a few, and the Americans, who
welcome everyone.” So this tension will continue.

For my part, | intend to do three things. The first is to nurture the friendships | made
with my colleagues from around the world. | am sure my prayer-group members

(which included one very vocal critic of the American Church) and | will be friends for
life, for we pledged to pray daily for each another. Second, our mission partnerships
need to be strengthened. | hope to build on our relationship with Western Mexico and
Dar es Salaam, and both will be present at our Convention in October. Third, the clergy
and | will be discussing the pastoral implications of the Reflections document at our
clericus meetings this fall and how we as one Diocese can best respond to it.

Lambeth Conference was for both Laura and me a life changing experience which will
affect our ministries for years to come. In addition to the formal meetings, | will always
treasure the personal opportunities | had during my time in England to do such things
as sit in prayer in Canterbury Cathedral for two days of retreat; to visit Cambridge
University where | got to touch original documents of Thomas Beckett, Thomas
Cranmer, and Martin Luther and to hold in my hands the oldest book in England that
Pope Gregory gave to St. Augustine in 597; to play the organ in the Cathedral; to walk
in solidarity through the streets of London with 700 other bishops in purple cassocks in
support of the Millennium Development Goals; and yes, to enjoy the gracious hospitality
of the Queen at Buckingham palace! | will always give thanks for the opportunity to
represent you, the people of the Diocese of Arizona at this gathering. | am proud to be
your bishop and | am proud to be part of our great and historic church throughout the
world.

At its meeting on August 17th, the Millennium Development Goals (MDG) Committee approved two grants
to support student youth in Tanzania. If approved by the full Trinity Outreach Ministry (TOM), $2,500 will
be sent to Baobab Home located in Bagamoyo, Tanzania, to pay tuition, room, and board costs for two
students enabling Bernard and Benedictor to continue their studies in private schools there. Additionally,
the MDG Committee has paid similar costs for a young girl, Pili to continue her studies. Without this sup-
port, these three African youths would be unable to continue their education. These young men and
woman are Tanzania's future. Benedictor has remade himself, with the support of Baobab Home, from a
street boy into a student with a purpose in life. His goal is to become a doctor and practice in Tanzania. By
helping these three students, we help many others whom they will help with productive lives.

The MDG Committee, chaired by Pamela Clark, is an outreach program of Trinity Cathedral under the
broader umbrella of Trinity Outreach Committee. Its mission is to identify and support international pro-
grams in the third world with funds committed in the Trinity Cathedral budget. Seven tenths of one per-
cent of the Cathedral operating budget is designated for support of programs approved by the MDG and
TOM.. Additional designated gifts to TOM and MDG may also be distributed by these committees.

The Millennium Development Goals were promulgated in the year 2000 by the United Nations, adopted by
the United States Congress and also accepted by the Episcopal Church USA, the Episcopal Diocese of
Arizona, and the Trinity Cathedral Parish. By accepting the challenge of pledging .7% of our budgets, each
of these organizations hope to accomplish challenging, yet doable goals to combat poverty, reduce hunger,
improve health, working conditions and the environments of the poorest nations in the world.

The goals, each of which has very specific objectives, follow:
Eradicate extreme poverty and hunger.

Achieve universal primary education

Promote gender equality and empower women
Reduce child mortality

Improve maternal health

Combat HIV/AIDS, malaria, and other diseases
Ensure environmental sustainability

Develop a global partnership for development

who worked so hard to keep the Cathedral viable and vital during the years when hardly anyone lived in
the neighborhood.

While there are lots of congregations who would love to be in our position, this new and rapid growth is
bringing challenges of its own. Welcoming the stranger into our midst has been part of the Cathedral's
experience for almost its entire history. But today there's going to be a need to be much more intentional
about it — because if we don't pay attention to welcoming all to this place, there's a chance that we might
miss the incredible opportunity we are being given to be an icon of the Church to our city.

Two weeks ago | was invited to preach at St. Paul's Sudanese Church for the service of installation for their
new Vicar. After a rousing service in English, Arabic and Dinka, drums, Eucharist and celebration, we all
sat down to a feast that featured a main course of goat. A week later the Cathedral hosted the Diocesan
Native American Program Group's first annual celebration of the Feast of blessed David Oakerhater (the
first native person ordained in the Episcopal Church). Once again there was drumming and singing in other
languages. But to that was added dancing, chanting, smudging and fry bread. The next day, following the
return of the choir at the 10 am service and their filling the nave with the sounds of classical music, we
welcomed more that two hundred people at noon to a service of first Communion. The mariachis, the

proud parents and the feast of lamb, rice and beans, and hotdogs that followed rounded out the entire week
for me.

In seven days we had welcomed at least four cultures into our lives and into the downtown life of the City
of Phoenix. All had gathered to pray and give thanks to Our Lord. And in our various gatherings we gave a
glimpse to the community of what the Kingdom of God will be when it become fully realized. All the people
of God, reconciled one to another, worshiping God together and creating a family with no outcasts.

The more effectively we evangelize and welcome our new neighbors into this church community, the more
clearly this truth will be seen. And so | ask you to join with me in doing the great work of welcoming those
whom God is calling into the Kingdom into our community and our lives. Together, reconciled to each other
and gathered around Christ's altar, we are an image of God's dream of what the world is meant to be.

Transforming Agents

An Introduction by Veronica Ritson

During the last decade, the Vocational Diaconate in the Diocese of Arizona has evolved under the theme of
“Transforming Agents in the World.” These are men and women who are called as “one who serves” — that
is, bridging the world with church and the church with the world — for the needs of humanity. This is not
only rolling up one’s sleeves and getting hands dirty, but also leading others into service as defined in “The
Baptismal Covenant.”

The transformation from laity to ordained is molded through the Deacons’ Formation Academmhich is housed
here at Trinity Cathedral. It is a time for community building, heady academics (i.e. theology, ethics, etc.),
liturgy, and most important, the ongoing strengthening of one’s voice to articulate one’s ministry; through
“working”, preaching, forum presentations, and the telling or writing of one’s personal story.

This past summer, the Cathedral sponsored deacon candidate Susan Cihak fromSt. Anthony’s on the Desert
for her internship/field service studies, and welcomed the return of deacon candidate Myra Kingsley after
being away and assigned to St Matthew’sin Chandler for a year. The internships allow the deacon candidate(s)
the experience of a different congregation; for one is ordained for the whole Church.

To understand who Susan and Myra are, hear their voices through their words. Following this introduction

is Susan'’s, “Post Cards from a Summer Intern”, and Myra’s text from her sermon on August 6 (the Feast of the
Transfiguratior). Read their stories, feel their passions, and “hear” their hearts beat as ones who are preparing

Greetings from Susan Cihak. | am part of the deacon formation class of 2009. | have spent a good part of the
summer here at Trinity Cathedral experiencing what it is like to be part of this amazing community. Part of the
deacon formation program is a component called service in action. While | come to Trinity for our regular
sessions this has been a wonderful opportunity to be here on a week to week basis and really get to know more
of the rhythm of the place. | will tell you this is one fast paced place!

My summer started serving in and attending my first ordination service. That was very exciting as | was able to
get to know Canon Licia at St. Anthony’s the year before she went to seminary. | actually started my internship
in July the very same weekend as the first women'’s retreat. That was a great time to start as | was able to meet
so many new people in one day. The attendance was awesome. Each week Canon Licia and Archdeacon
Veronica have found some “trouble” for me to get into, some new experience for me to serve in. One Wednes-
day in July | participated in the Eucharist by doing a meditation on St. Mary Magdalene. The Wednesday service
is very nice! It is great way to spend your lunch time.

| have also been privileged to work with the kids in their vacation bible school, Power Lab. | greatly enjoyed
seeing if a cherry would sink or float in a root beer float, and watching the kids be so excited to walk on water,
and to survive a storm in a big boat and to find out all of the games you can actually play with pool noodles. |
really loved seeing the kids learn about Jesus’ love and do all of the science experiments at the same time. All of
these activities were only on two Sundays.

| am looking forward to learning more about Trinity’s outreach programs when school gets in session. | have
also spent the summer with my two children, Spencer age 7 and Sarah age 4. My husband Stephen and Spencer
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and Sarah have been here at Trinity for various occasions and Sundays and know what it means when mom goes
to the cathedral.

Our home parish is St. Anthony on the Desert in Scottsdale. My ministry there has been serving in the children’s
program and being involved in the MOPs group which stands for Mothers of Preschoolers. While | have served
in various capacities at church a ministry at St. Anthony | have strong connection with is called Walking the
Mourner’s Path. | came to this ministry as a participant and was moved to support others in their grief and to let
them know about the healing that is available to all when we let our faith into the process.

We have done this all along but being more intentional about it is very important in the very fast paced time we
are living in now. With all the different directions we are encouraged and expected to go in a day we all need
help coming back together. So, this is the beginning of a journey. Thank you all for your openness and friendli-
ness and the opportunity to serve.

Sermon text by Myra Kingsley, Deacon Candidate on August 6, 2008

Last week was an amazing, wondrous time for me! | was able to be in San Diego for the birth of my
granddaughter, Olivia Gracie — on Saturday July 26" to be precise. As she emerged into the world | felt as if
| was in a sacred place, an observer of a miracle. Over the next 2 days | spent as much time as | could, sitting
in a rocking chair, holding this baby who looked just as her mother did when she was born; wanting to sit in
that chair forever, looking at her, and marveling at this miracle of life.

I wonder if that was how Peter felt being on that mountain, in the presence of Elijah, Moses and Jesus. Did he
want to stay there forever, holding onto a wonderful, miraculous moment in time? “Lord it is good for us to
be here; if you wish, | will make three dwellings here, one for you, for Moses, and one for Elijah”. But they
couldn’t stay up on that mountain anymore than | could stay in San Diego; they needed to come down and
follow Jesus as he continued on his journey to Jerusalem.

It would be much easier and safer to stay in those moments, or on that mountain, no risk, no pain, no chance
of loss, but we can’t we need to go back into the world, a world that at times is a very scary place.

Sixty-three years ago today, an Atomic bomb was dropped on Hiroshima, Japan. Over 50,000 people died
immediately with more than 200,000 dead by the end of the year from the effects of radiation poison. Human
beings closest to the epicenter, of the bomb were instantly vaporized, the only indication of their previous
existence were shadows caused by the radiation. Then, three days later on August 9 another Atomic bomb
was dropped on Nagasaki.

We live everyday with the knowledge that we have the capability to destroy much of God’s creation. For
those of us who grew up with bomb drills in school, huddled under school desks for dubious protection, and
signs for “fall out” shelters everywhere, it is frightening to see the world race to build bigger and “bad-der”
bombs that we can use to kill each other with. And, that the use of nuclear weapons is becoming more of a
possibility each day when world leaders talk blithely about the potential use of these weapons in the endless
cycle of violence around the world. We will not turn away from this path unlesswe let go of violence and
intolerance toward the “other”; those of different religions, ethnicities, or whatever labels we attach to our
brothers and sisters. Until we stand up and say “enough!”, “no more!”, and that we will not tolerate leaders
who talk about “obliterating” entire nations or groups, or stand idly by in the face of bigotry and hatred
toward our fellow human beings.  William Sloan Coffin tells us,

“For men and women in a nuclear world, when the human race has outgrown war but hardly
knows it yet, Jesus more than ever is the best way to liberation, freedom and peace. The hostility
that churned up Cain and others throughout the centuries have sought to perpetuate, Jesus seeks
to ground. That makes it our calling to ground, not to perpetuate, hostility. The violence stops
here, with each one of us who claims Christ’'s holy name. The gossip, the false witness borne
against a neighbor, the cold unconcern for warm human beings — all forms of violence, everything
that violates human nature — stops with us”.

On this day 63 years after a mushroom shaped cloud rose over Hiroshima, as people of faith we know that
God alwayshas the last word. In the birth of a child, born with the promise and hope for the future, and in
the voice of God in the cloud on that mountaintop that trumps the mushroom clouds of violence and death.
We are reminded to listen to God’s chosen one and follow him down that mountain into a fuller life.  “Then
from the cloud came a voice that said, this is my Son, my Chosen; listen to him!” — Listen to him! Amen.

Energy Stewardship

In trying to be more intentional about our stewardship of Creation, a number of things are going on at
Trinity. You may have noticed some of them.

 Nearly all light bulbs that can be changed to CFLs (compact fluorescent lights that use much less
energy than conventional light bulbs) have been changed. We are hoping to change even more as
appropriate CFLs become available.

* We're attempting to keep doors shut from the summer heat while still being welcoming.

*The Chapter has approved funds for an Energy Management System which will control all

heating and cooling to operate in the most efficient manner possible. The savings in energy bills is
expected to be significant, especially as energy costs increase.

Please join a group of parishioners who have been talking about additional ways to be more intentional
stewards. Help us answer the following questions. How might we save more energy? Conserve water?
Improve air quality? Reuse and recycle more?

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From the Archives

Our historian shares more stories of the Cathedral with us.

The last edition of the Cathedral newsletter showed a picture of the cast of The Fireman’s Flame standing
on the stage of the old Bishop Atwood Hall. Some of you asked what the rest of the hall looked like. Well,
here it is. You can see the hall looking (south) toward the pass-through window behind which was a
kitchen which could easily serve 300 persons with no strain. Assuming there is another table out of sight of
the picture, it appears there were about 160 men eating breakfast in November of 1949. These were the
canvassers preparing to call on family members for their pledges for 1950! | was able to identify 5 women
in the picture. Two were on Dean Carman’s clerical staff (standing at the left); the other three are serving
the men! Well, some things have changed for the better since then.

And what was their story? 225 baptisms and 200 confirmations in 1949; 1116 registered in the church
school, 2,732 clergy calls on the sick, bereaved, troubled and newcomers, 572 services of public worship
including weddings, burial offices, confirmations, etc. purchase of land for new churches, (All Saints’? St.
Barnabas?) Support of Bishop Kinsolving’s work throughout Arizona, ... and a whole lot more.

Well, at least, we seem to be approaching the number of worship services each year. It also appears that in
terms of numbers of baptisms and confirmations, our numbers will far exceed those reported for several
years past. Other signs of growth are apparent not only in terms of Sunday attendance but the use of the
buildings of Trinity Cathedral both by our own organizations and by other community organizations.

Please remember to keep sharing your memories and photographs of Trinity Cathedral which will be
carefully preserved and perhaps included in the continuing history of this venerable institution which
continues to serve our Lord and our Diocese lovingly with joy.
