Did you know that: 

• the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development’s 
January 2024 Point-in-Time count estimated 32,882 veterans 
were experiencing homelessness on a single night. 

• 89% of veterans experiencing homelessness were men; 10% 
women; 1% other gender identities, but those who didn’t 
identify as male or female were more likely to be 
unsheltered. 

• 51% of individual homeless veterans have disabilities; 50% 
have serious mental illness; 70% have substance abuse 
problems. 

• ~ 41% of veterans (1.7 million people) who served since 2001 
have a mental health need.
